The Working with Children Check aims to 
increase the safety of children in our community by helping to prevent 
people who have a criminal history that indicates they may harm children 
from working with children.
 It is administered by the Working with 
Children Screening Unit (WWCSU), Department for Child Protection. 
The Working with Children Check (WWC Check) aims to help protect 
children by: 

·  Deterring people from working with children where they have criminal 
records that indicate they may harm children; and  

·  Preventing people with such records who do apply for work with 
children from working in a paid or unpaid capacity.

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The WWC Check cannot be solely relied on to protect children from 
people who may harm them.  It is just one 
strategy responsible employers should put 
in place to ensure that people who work 
with children are suitable to do so.  At The 
Centre for Cerebral Palsy, all employees 
who work with children in under the Age of 
18 are required to have a WWC Check.

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As announced in the 2008-09 Budget, families will be able to claim a 50 
per cent Education Tax Refund from 1 July 2008.  The aim of the 
Education Tax Refund is to help families meet the costs of educating 
their children and ensure that they have access to the resources needed 
to improve educational outcomes. 

Eligible families will be able to claim a 50 per cent refund every year for 
eligible education expenses up to:  

·  $750 for each child undertaking primary studies (maximum 
refundable tax offset of $375 per child, per year); and 

·  $1,500 for each child undertaking secondary studies (maximum 
refundable tax offset of $750 per child, per year).  

Parents entitled to Family Tax Benefit (FTB) Part A in respect of children 
undertaking primary or secondary school studies for the relevant 
financial year are eligible to the Education Tax Refund. Eligibility is also 
extended to parents with school children undertaking primary or 
secondary school studies who would be an eligible child for FTB Part A 
purposes, but for the fact that the child receives certain payments or 
allowances, for example: Youth Allowance, Disability Support Pension; 
and ABSTUDY Living Allowance.
